HOW TO PREPARE A GOOD PRESENTATION

Instructions for teachers

· provide clear requirements and expectations (length, visual aids, supplementary material, relevant topics according to the level of students, key phrases)

· explain the scoring system to students

Instructions for students

· look up relevant materials
· speak clearly with a good intonation and pronunciation

· keep some eye contact with the audience

· cover the topic accurately

· use correct grammar and vocabulary (do not forget to use proper phrases and linking words)
· structure your visual materials and notes reasonably ( do not write all information into the slides, use key notes and present the topic by heart)

· do not prepare your presentation too long or too short

· have some time for feedback or questions from the audience
